Brian Samuelson of the California Energy Commission (CEC) gave a presentation on the upcoming 2008 Building Energy Efficiency Standards that will go into effect August 1, 2009.  While this presentation focused on general changes for 2008, the CEC has prepared more specific trainings on Lighting, Cool Roofs, Mechanical, and HERS rating.

Points of interest in the presentation were changes to lighting definitions for indoor areas and outdoor lighting as well as inclusion of LED lighting as high efficacy; New mechanical ventilation requirements for residential construction; New requirements for pool systems and equipment; New non-residential and residential cool roof requirements; Requirements for refrigerated warehouses; and new acceptance testing.

The CEC has prepared plan review and inspection check lists to aid building departments.
