· The executive board has cut the annual operating budget 15% from last year to $900K for 2009

· CALBO has a group currently studying residential fire sprinklers for adoption in the residential code.

· CALBO is looking at taking a lead in CASp; training, testing certifying  

· CALBO’s 50th anniversary is in 2012 and they will host the ABM that year.  LTBD

Tri-Chapter Uniform Code Committee (TUCC):  Sheila Lee and Giyan Senaratne
A goal of the TUCC is to look at local code amendments for providing:

· Regional uniformity
· Consistent interpretations

Visit the TUCC website for full policies

The TUCC is currently looking at:

· Expedited plan review approval (OTC) for photovoltaics

· Standardized plans

· (SFM) needs to be addressed early in process

· 3’ requirement

· Not over kitchens 

· Shear wall tie down systems
· Soils report requirements-no soils report for SFD when standard soils conditions are known and

      no more than 2 stories in height.
· The next code adoption cycle will keep the TUCC very busy

Building Standards Commission Report:  Steve Jensen
Steve gave an update to the adoption of the Green Building Code
· The GBC is the first adopted by a state in the nation

· August 1, 2009 begins voluntary compliance

· Mandatory compliance begins in 2010

· Will be published in the CBC (July 1, 2011?)

The CBSC approved the use of PEX.  Allowed by code starting August 1, 2009

· Lawsuit is pending

CBSC is looking at the adoption of a CA residential code

· IRC as the basis of the code

· Structural provisions only

· P, E, M, taken out

CBSC is working on the Laboratory classification
ICC Report:  Kevin Scott
· ICC is looking at ARRA programs related to grants for code enforcement

· 2009 codes are now available

· Software, commentary, etc. is being made now

· ICC electrical will no longer be published.  Will use the NEC

· ICC Green Building Code for commercial buildings is new this year

· ICC budget is ahead of projections despite economic downturn

DSA (CASp): Mark Smith
Mark provided a breakdown of the questions for the CASp
· 480 questions have been developed for the tests

· Each test consists of 100 questions

· 40 questions are related to code

Senate Bill 1608 will help revise CASp
Nor-Cal FPO’s Report:  Rocque Yballa
Acknowledged that voting procedures at the Detroit code Hearings was flawed and that changes need to be made 

Tri-Chapter Code Committee Report:  Homer Maiel and Patricia Kutzman
Discussed numerous code change proposals they are working on
