II.  Program One of Simpson Strong-Tie's key engineers involved with the world's largest full scale building shake table test last July, Tim Ellis, presented findings from the Neeswood Capstone project.  A 7-story, 23 unit wood structure weighing in excess of 850,000 pounds was tested to 5 individual earthquake records, the last being 1.8 times the 1994 Northridge Earthquake records.  The dry walls were cracked but no other appreciable damage.  The final report will be published in July 2010.

D.  Building Standards Commission: ( Jim Barthman).  Jim mention that all the publishers are on time the codes will be published on time. They have set up new committee put together by the legislators, named as California Commission on Disable Access.  Present time it is only an advisory committee.
