              Minutes of July 12th, 2011
     Meeting at the San Ramon Community Center
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Meeting called to order by President Ray Kansara at 9:00 am
I.  Program:  

Our guest speaker was scheduled to be Jerry Parks with the Western Wood Preservers Institute out of Vancouver Washington.  Mr. Parks was unavoidably detained and was not present at the meeting, so the business session began immediately.


II. Self Introductions: 

Self introductions were made by all Chapter members and guests.  Twenty-one (21) members and guests attended the meeting. Four (4) additional members showed up after introductions.

III. Chapter Business

C.  Unfinished Business:
(Ray Kansara) Chapter Incorporation was discussed by Giyan Senaratne, WC3, and Rukma Weerasingha.  Federal non-profit status is now established for the Chapter, after a great effort by both Ray and Allen Lang.  Federal incorporation forms are being mailed out today, and we expect to receive confirmation shortly.  Then California incorporation reinstatement will follow, with everything expected to be completed by the end of this year.  A recommendation was made by Giyan that all Chapter documentation be maintained on a Chapter laptop computer in the future, which can then be passed on from treasurer to treasurer.  Essential Chapter documents have already been created in QuickBooks software, which can be maintained on the laptop and the essential data backed up by portable devices.  Giyan has generously offered to donate a laptop to the Chapter.  A motion was made, seconded and approved to accept the donation and thank him for all the hard work by his firm to get us here.

Minutes:  (Ray Kansara) Minutes from the May 10, 2011 meeting at Concord were approved without changes.  The minutes were approved by the membership on motion by William Schock, City of San Leandro.

Treasurers Report:  (Allen Lang) The treasurer’s reports for May and June 2011 were approved by the membership after a motion and second.  Allen will work to transition the Chapter financial records to the new Chapter laptop.
C. Unfinished Business Continued:
(Ray Kansara) William Schock is continuing to work toward his election to the upcoming ICC board as a regional representative.

Unfinished Business Continued: (Ray Kansara) Pins have been ordered, and Ray hopes to have them to distribute at the next meeting

D. Unfinished Business Continued: (Giyan), Giyan reports that applications have been received and allocations will be made to students at Laney or DVC, hopefully 4 scholarships of $500 each.  The amount of scholarship monies available was discussed, as the community college tuition costs may be increasing as the state deals with its budget issues.  The two schools will decide on the eventual persons to receive the scholarship, the field of study must be in a construction related field (construction management, architecture or engineering), minimum 2.5 GPA and instructor recommendation.  Limiting it to a sophomore year or higher (minimum 30 semester units completed) was also received requirement.  William Schock made a motion to move forward based on this criteria for this upcoming year, and the program will be re-evaluated in the future. The discussion was to initially limit the scholarship to one semester at each college.  Giyan and WC3 offered a friendly amendment to make a $1000 matching offer to help offset the Chapter cost. Motion approved and committee will bring the result to the next meeting.

New Business: Ray spoke about the successful Tri-Chapter meeting.

Unfinished Business:  (Sara?) Chapter website committee is working with Robert Woods to transition the website to WC3 management, and eventual self-management of website after a new template is established.  Costs will be determined and brought to an upcoming meeting for discussion.  Specific features and desire for website appearance and content are needed from membership. John Schneider and William Schock agreed to help the committee.

New Business;  Ray would like to start a community outreach effort with the board members and others working with an organization such as Rebuilding Together.  A four hour commitment is needed, and he encouraged everyone to participate and possible start a program later this year, www.rebuildingtogethersf.org.

New Business;  David Rashe made motion to remove the current debt obligations for incorporation and tax consultants from treasurer’s report, as bills are incurred, they will be paid as they are received. Motion seconded and approved.

 Motion made for the board to authorize the payments of fees and expenses necessary for the incorporation efforts, rather than coming to the membership for authorization of each cost.  Motion seconded and approved.

E. Communications:  (Ray Kansara) Received one letter from the California Sign association, and passed it around for the membership to review.

Stephen noted that the City of San Jose has hired a Building Official, Chu Chang, formerly with the City of Redwood City.

F.  Code Questions / Interpretations:  John Schneider asked about enforcement of CO alarms by jurisdictions.  Some cities are enforcing on multi-family reroof projects, but CRC regulations only apply to single-family.  Homeowners associations do not have authority on individual condo owners. Many questions about understanding the regulations and enforcement ensued.  TUCC is also wrestling with this issue.

IV. Organizational Reports

A. ICC Report: Christina Jameson noted that their new committee organizations are now posted on website.  Ray noted the conference and code hearing schedules are now online; William noted that you should book your hotels now rather than later, as the ICC group rates are very good at this time.  Two tracks now for code changes.

B. CALBO Report: Stephen Keifer reported that Craig Oliver is our new Chapter Liaison.  Ed weeks coming up as well as individual classes.  CALBO will roll out a Building Official academy at the next ABM in Universal City. The CALBO group room rate is $149/night.  Board has received input to get more involved in national code development process, and is looking at revising by-laws to accommodate this.  Working with County Building Official’s to consolidate efforts and possible combine organizations.  Calbo to support both William & Jay for ICC.  Active in legislation to oppose elimination of redevelopment agencies, along with League of Cities.

C. Education:  Ray listed the upcoming training opportunities:

· Free Non-Residential Energy seminar on July 14th in Pleasanton

· Tri-chapter half day Electrical Services seminar on July 14th in San Jose

· Free Transformerless Photovoltaic Inverter Technology workshop on July 15 in San Francisco

· Tri-chapter half day Gas & Water Systems seminar on September 8th in San Jose

· CALBO 2010 ADA seminar on the August 23 in Livermore

· Tri-chapter half day Commercial Kitchens seminar on November 10th in San Jose.

D. Building Standards Commission: Jim Barthman reports the next meeting on July 20th will approve final action approving permanent adoption of emergency regulations about glycol in fire sprinkler systems and battery powered smoke alarms. Dave Walls is leaving the commission to work for ICC, and the commission will recognize him for all his efforts.  They will meet to interview his replacement from 5 candidates on the 19th.  The will also consider the 2010 cycle proposed code changes from the State agencies at this meeting, and he expressed concern that not enough people are examining for a thorough review.  The 15 day language is posted on the website, and they have received good feedback regarding CALGreen.
E.  IAEI: Jim reported the IAEI ABM in Carson City August 21-25. The annual meetings are now being scheduled earlier in the year that previously.

F. Code Development Committee: (Kerwin Lee) Nothing new. The SFM is looking at forming new sub-committee, Kerwin will forward info when available.

G.
TUCC Report: (Ray Kansara) The next meeting scheduled for July 14th has been cancelled.   due to vacation season and availability of committee members.  They are still working on CO alarms. SB730, accessible EV charging station, H-5 buildings in unlimited areas, suspended ceiling exception, underfloor clearance discrepancies between CRC & CBC. A hardship exception form developed by San Jose will be distributed shortly.  William suggested the proposed form be sent to and reviewed by Attorney General’s office for a legality check.  The previously approved PV policy is being amended to remove reference to the SFM requirements.

G. Membership Committee:  Ray reports Reggie has taken on a special assignment in Southern California, and the Chapter needs to find new chair.  Ray will take over next year, but no volunteers stepped forward at this time.

H. Ray apologized for speaker confusion and not showing up.

I. Allen has clarified meeting cost, including that first time new members attend is free of charge.
