2.  Minutes Approval:

The previous minutes were reviewed and approved unanimously.  

The Suspended Ceiling Guidelines were revised by Keyvan with minor revisions.  Ray Kansara will make the minor revisions  and forward it to everyone.
3.  State Code Adoption:

Sheila mentioned that we shall start looking at the 2009 code and the proposed state amendments to prepare working on the local amendments.  By Aug/Sept 2010, we shall come up with local amendments so local jurisdictions can adopt by the end of 2010.  

The estimated effective date for the 2010 California codes is Jan. 1, 2011.  Gale indicated that there is not much representation by CALBO or building officials during State code hearings. Suggestion was brought up to start setting up committees to review various sections of the new code to see if local amendment is required.

Action Taken:  Review this item in next meetings.

4. Duct penetration allows for two or three floors (Giyan Senaratne): 
Sheila said that Giyan confirmed with ICC that duct penetration is allowed for 3 floors and not 4 floors

5.  HVAC Condensate Drain (Sheila Lee):

The general discussion was that the main problem comes when the existing HVAC is replaced at the same location, and whether the condensate drain can be drained to storm or it has to be drained to sewer.  Different jurisdictions are enforcing in different manner.  Some allows it to drain to storm; others are requiring it to drain to sewer, which is a requirement of the Santa Clara Valley Urban runoff pollution prevention program; some handles it on a case by case basis.

Keyvan indicated that Milpitas allows them to drain to a black metal pan on the roof together with a maintenance agreement.

City of Santa Clara’s policy is, if condensate drain line is being replaced, then it has to drain to sewer.

Action taken: None - discussion item only

6.  Dead end in exit passageway  (Keyvan Irannejad):

Keyvan indicated that the dead end requirement in exit passageway is not in the code anymore. Interpretation is that dead end is no longer an issue in exit passageway. Homer agreed that it is not in 2009 code.

Action Taken: No action required.
7.  Roof high rise (Jeff Maddox):

Jeff indicated that the high rise is defined where the location of occupied floor is 75 ft or more above grade. Some discussion on whether the roof should be used as occupied floor when there is a roof top garden.

Action taken: None - discussion item only.

8. Area of Refuge (Jeff Maddox): 
Jeff discussed about whether the shaft or lobby shall comply with the smokeproof requirements when an elevator lobby is used as an area of refuge.  He stated that it will be changed in 2009 code.  He mentioned that Area of Refuge can be put in any place within horizontal exit. 
Action taken: None - discussion item only.

9.  Elevator Hoist Way Protection (Jeff Maddox):

Jeff discuss the requirements for the elevator hoist way protection.  He also mention about the smoke proof enclosure requirements of lobby and elevator hoist way.  Refer CBC section1007.6.

Action taken: None - discussion item only.

10.  Gray Water – (Membership Discussion Item):

City of Morgan Hill is concerned about the recently approved Emergency adoption by HCD on graywater.  Morgan Hill has shallow water table and they worry about the leaching of the gray water that pollute their water source.  The gray water standards are effective since August.  Some of the provisions were discussed.  Jurisdictions, like Morgan Hill, can make local amendments to the gray water standards following the regular local amendment procedures.

11.  Other code items to discussions:  

Gale mentioned that as per CBC section 1024.1, the five story building with grade level being laboratory and upper four with office facility can discharge 50% through lab facility.  Code will allow this arrangements.

Sheila will be on vacation for the next 2 meetings, so the September meeting will be chaired by Homer Maiel and October meeting will be chaired by Keyvan Irannejad.
