2.  Minutes Approval:

3.  Update on local amendments committees (Sheila Lee):

Sheila mentioned about the time line and indicated that as soon as you have couple of items, bring it to the TUCC meetings and shoot for starting discussion in April or latest in May meeting.  Code-books will be published in July.  Committee members have to go to BSC web site to locate the state amendments and use IBC, IRC, UPC, etc to review.  

Keyvan indicated that somebody should review AB304 for soft story of existing apartment buildings.  Sheila mentioned that the Structural Committee would be looking into it.  Jim mentioned that Jim Perkins/ABAG is looking into it.

Action taken: Sheila will contact each chair every month for progress.

4.  Under-floor Clearances (Keyvan Irrannejad):

Keyvan and Betty Chan of Milpitas passed around the policy guidelines to the members.  Betty explained the guidelines and indicated that this is for the addition and alterations for the existing building.  Ray mentioned that why not add, under subject heading that this is for addition and alteration of the existing building.  There was confusion to understand the under floor clearance for garage slab condition.  Jim mentioned that we should find different conditions and show independent solution under one policy.  Kathryn indicated that one family got sick in sunken floor filling due to moisture.  The vote to have this policy and is 8 for support to have the policy and 3 to oppose.       

Action taken: Jim will work with Betty to clear the confusion and it will be reviewed again next month.

5.   Side Reach Access to Commercial Kitchen Sink (Giyan Senaratne):

Giyan distributed the commercial kitchen sink access requirements to the membership.  The frontal approach is required per code but some jurisdictions may have allowed side approach. Since the kitchen sink is in the common use area, side reach is not allowed.  Betty Chan opened the existing sink bottom doors in the meeting room and showed that there is accessible space under the sink.  Keyvan believes that you cannot have door to comply accessibility.  Giyan will investigate, if side access like this is ok.

Action taken:  Giyan will investigate and report it in the next meeting.

6.    Separate male and female facilities for day care (Gale Bate):  

Gale distributed the handout to understand the code requirements and explain the separate requirements for boys and girls in day care. The code is very clear that separate facilities are required.  Although this may seem unrealistic, there is not much we can do unless the code is changed.

Action taken:  None, discussion item only.

7.     Special inspection check list  (Keyvan Irennejad):  Oliver Chan of Milpitas distributed the detail list of Simplified and Detail Statement of Special Inspection handouts.  He explained these forms to the membership. The simplified forms are for small jobs of T.I. or residential.  Keyvan mentioned that the old special inspection form is no longer applicable because of the additional requirements in the code.  Sheila believes that the old special inspection form is still okay because the form is just to clarify items that require special inspection or testing.  The form is not meant to be a special inspection report. Anyone who wants to use the new special inspection form can get it from the web sites of City of Milpitas, San Jose, Alameda or Walnut Creek.

Action taken:  No further action required. 
 8.    Diaphragm shear transfer at 3” vent gap at roof top  &

9.     Location of lock on glass door (Giyan Senaratne)

Due to lack of time these two items were postponed for next month to allow time for Simpson.  Giyan distributed the handout for both items and requested to bring them in the next meeting.

Action taken:  The item no 8 & 9 will be discussed during next month meeting.

10.   Other code items:   

Loudy Shamroukh from Simpson distributed their 2010 addendum catalog for Wood Construction Connections and explained the anchor solution in compliance with ACI 318 Appendix D.  It provides cracked and uncracked concrete anchorage solutions.

The allowable anchor loads are 20 to 30 percent lower than the values in the existing manual and has been submitted to ICC ES for approval.
